The Administration on Aging and the National Council on Aging Announce the Availability of Funding for Multigenerational and Civic Engagement Projects


The Administration on Aging (AoA), with support from the Corporation for National Community Service, has entered into a Cooperative Agreement with the National Council on Aging to help modernize the way community based organizations utilize older adults as volunteers.  Through this Cooperative Agreement, up to twenty-four (24) model programs will document effective local programs that can demonstrate their impact and effectiveness serving one of three target populations, and engaging older adult volunteers in meaningful direct services as well as administrative, technical or development activities.

The National Council on Aging is using a two step application process.  The deadline for step one, submission of a concept paper is July 18, 2008, 5 pm EST. 

Finalists for Phase I will be notified and invited to submit a Phase II proposal due August 22, 2008 5 PM
